D. Mariana Victoria de Bourbon was born in 1718 and died in 1781. She was born Infanta of Spain, was Queen of France at the age of three, due to her marriage with the young Luís XV in 1721. When it was decided that Louis XV would marry the daughter of the King of Poland, Mariana was sent back to Spain at the age of seven, and finally, at the age of eleven, married the Portuguese King D. José I. The Archives of Spain preserve numerous letters from her to her parents and brothers, written by her own hand, which have been considered as private letters, or familiar letters by the historians who have used them as sources. In this paper I try to address two of the problems they present to the scholar: their «nature» and their «function». The kind of information they convey, allied to the fact that Mariana Victoria lived with her parents and brothers for a very brief period of time, allow us to question the uses of these letters as well as their meaning, in terms of building and supporting dynastic and family ties.
